Read the text thoroughly and answer the following questions in 
your own words. Use quotations as evidence from the text to 
support your answers.

1. How did Sarah get her job at Camp America?
Sarah got her job by attending "one of the many 'job fairs', that Camp America holds across the country" (ll. 7-8) and she was hired right away after speaking to the camp directors personally (cf. ll. 9- 10).
2. What was she afraid of and how did she manage?
She had never travelled to another country alone (cf. l. 27) and was worried if her journey would be all right. To fight against her fears she visited the camps website and chatted with other people in the same situation. Finally at the airport she met another student who was supposed to work at her camp "and this made the journey […] far less daunting". (ll. 36-37)
3. What cultural differences between the USA and Britain did Sarah learn about in Camp America?
She learned that children in the USA sing prayers at the beginning and the end of meals (cf. l. 48-49),that  children play games during meal times (cf. l. 50) and she also learned about the "American tradition of cheerleading" (l. 53) in that "children would stand on their chairs and cheer a rhyme" (ll. 53-54) at another group of children and vice versa. In Britain, on the other hand, children eat their meals quietly. (cf. ll. 45-46)
4. What advantages and positive experiences did Camp America offer for Sarah personally? 
Camp America offered a lot of advantages and positive experiences for Sarah. She got to "experience two new cultures, American culture and Jewish culture" (ll. 41-42), she also taught drama at camp, a subject she liked very much (cf. l. 42) and in which she is taking a degree (cf. l. 21). Furthermore she gained a lot of new skills that will look good on her c.v. (cf. ll. 64-65). Not only that she also met people from many different countries and made close friends with many of the other members of staff.

5. Show how Camp America can help to deal with stereotypes. Use details/information from the text.
Camp America can help deal with stereotypes because you meet a lot of children and people from all different countries of the world (cf. ll. 64-65) and get to know their cultures (cf. l. 39-42). Living together in a camp means close contact and the need to get along with each other. This experience can broaden your horizon and make you feel much more open to new cultures and people from different countries. You will probably find some stereotypes confirmed and others untrue.
