	… The speaker stands in front of two roads …
	· Number 1 – 12 are usually written as words in formal English. Larger numbers can be written in figures.

	3. *…The narrator was worried. So he decided to speak to …
	*…The narrator was worried so he decided to speak to…
	· In formal English sentences should not be linked by “So”. This word can only be used to join clauses WITHIN a sentence.

	4. * … the speaker tells what he has seen
	… the writer tells the reader what …
	· “To tell” must be followed by the name of the person who is told something

	5. *Another evidence is that …”
	Another piece of evidence is that … / Another example is that …
	· “Evidence” in English is uncountable [U].

	6. *If the narrator would have chosen the other alternative his life will be different. 
	If the narrator had chosen the other alternative his life would have been different.
	· Tenses in conditional clauses. In improbable conditions, the tense in the “if-clause” is past, the tense in the main clause is conditional perfect or conditional.
