Characterizing Arthur Seaton
Introduction:

· general idea of the character: name, job, home, part in the story etc.
Arthur Seaton, the protagonist of the novel "Saturday Night …", is a young worker in a bicycle factory located in Nottingham, England in the 1950s. Being unmarried he still lives together with his parents and brother in a terraced house near the factory where also his father works.

Whereas at work Arthur wears clean overalls (p. 29, l.22), he always takes great pains to dress carefully and well in his leisure time. Then he wears suits and always sees to it that he is neatly shaven and his hair is in perfect shape "clean-shaven and smart, fair hair short on top … sent out a whiff of hair cream" (p. 99 ll. 15-17). He knows about the importance of looking smart in order to impress women. (schon beim nächsten Punkt: his attitude towards women im nächsten Absatz)

His attitude towards women is very ambiguous. On the one hand he respects and adores them describing them as "wonderful creatures … worth their weight in gold" (p. 65, ll. 12-13). But on the other hand he only wants them for his sexual stimulation and – not wanting to take on any responsibility – he only keeps married women as sex partners. He entertains more than one relationship at the same time and feels excited about it. However, he realizes that he is playing a dangerous game "Like the tool and stops before him he played off one woman against the other, taking Winnie to the Langham and Brenda to the Rose, and wondering all the time how long it was going to last" (p. 235, ll. 2-5). How immature and thoughtless he can be, becomes clear when Brenda tells him about her pregnancy, and he thinks, "so what? What does it matter if you are? You're married, aren't you?" (p. 102 ll. 8/9). Here it is obvious that he picks married women because when they get pregnant their husbands believe that they are responsible for their wives' condition. This also shows how reckless and selfish Arthur can be when pursuing his own interests. (hier möglich Übergang zum nächsten Thema: his own interests – work or mental nature).
